This led to the Alliance System pulling one country after another into the conflict and is recognized as the event that started World War I.

7. The ______________________________________ included the Ottoman Empire, Austria – Hungary, and Germany.
8. The ___________________________________________ encouraged Mexico to form an alliance with Germany and promised to grant them U.S. land after defeating the Allies in World War I. 
9. _____________________________________ was the commander of U.S. troops in Europe during World War I. 
10. ____________________________________ was in charge of the War Industries Board, which was established to determine what the army needed and converted existing factories to meet the needs of the military.  This government agency also had the ability to control prices.
11. The __________________________________________ speech was Wilson’s plan for peace in Europe at the conclusion of World War I.  It involved things like freedom of the seas, lowering tariffs to encourage trade, and not allowing any more peacetime alliances.
12. The ____________________________________________ established 9 new countries in Eastern Europe and the Middle East, barred Germany from maintaining an army, and required Germany to pay $33 billion to the Allies for war damages.
13. A ____________________________________ was the nickname Allied forces gave to the German submarine that caused so much damage during WWI.
14. The ____________________________________________ was how Germany planned on winning World War I.  Their goal was to hold off Russia, quickly defeat France, and then push forward into Russia before signing a peace treaty.

16. The ___________________________________ was a passenger ship sunk by a German submarine in 1915.  1,200 people died, including over 100 fairly wealthy Americans that had government connections.
