Focus Questions:
1. What was Christian humanism and how did it help prepare the way for the Protestant Reformation? How did Erasmus’ works pave the way for Luther’s break with Rome and Catholicism?
2. What was Luther’s fundamental religious problem? Trace the development of this problem and how Luther solved it. How did his religious ideas differ from those of the Catholic Church?
3. What role did politics play in the establishment of Lutheranism? Use examples from Germany and Scandinavia.

1. Compare and contrast the chief ideas of Zwinglianism, Anabaptism and Lutheranism.
2. How did the English Reformation differ from the reformation in other countries? Be specific.

3. Discuss the chief ideas of Calvinism and show how they were similar to the ideas of Lutheranism. Why did Calvinism become the major international form of Protestantism?

4. What impact did Reformation doctrines have on the family, education and popular religious practices?
