Chapter 15: State Building and the Search for Order in the 17th Century

Key Figures

Louis XIV – King of France from 1643 to 1715. He was determined to hold all governmental power in France. Removed nobles from Royal council and replaced them with pawns. Was a practicing Catholic and attempted to eliminate other religions. He helped create a greater divide between rich and poorer and bathed in extravagance.

Peter The Great - Wished to turn Russia into a great power. Took Western philosophies and ideas and forced Russia to adopt them. Reorganized the army and created the Navy. He created the Senate and consultants to help run the country.
Oliver Cromwell – Led the English Civil War and created the New Model Army. IT was composed of Puritans and believed he had God working with him. Captured and killed King Charles and took power in England. He had complete control of the army, so he also had to oversee uprisings that took place against the new government. Ended up using even more military force to maintain the new rule of the Commonwealth than Charles I did, so he was greatly disliked. 

Key Events
30 Years’ War – Called the last religious war. It was a struggle between Calvinists and Catholics, and in a larger sense, the Hapsburgs and the Bourbons. After the war, German states were allowed to practice any religion. France gained parts of western Germany, Alsace and Verdun. The Habsburgs lost power but maintained their land, and France became the dominant power in Europe.
Growth Of Russia – Peter the Great’s main aim was to make Russia more powerful. He modernized Russia using European technology. This technology gave him a strengthened army and navy. He built an army of 210,000 by drafting peasants, and forced all landholders to serve in either military of civil offices. HE created the table of ranks to allow lower classes to go up in class, so the nobility would be based on merit and not birth. He adopted western policies to stimulate the economy by raising taxes. He created the Holy Synod to make decisions for the church. 

Civil War in England – Charles I vetoed the Petition of right, which was basically taxation without Parliament’s consent. Charles felt this took away some of his own power. He stopped summoning Parliament to meet, which means that all decisions were made through him. People didn’t like this, so they rebelled. It was Puritans that started the rebellion led by John Pym. They captured the King, but then argued amongst themselves what to do next, so he escaped to Scotland. Oliver Cromwell then recaptured him and killed him, and then a Rump Parliament was made to make decisions. Cromwell had nearly all military power, which made him be seen as the leader of the new Commonwealth. He had to stop more rebellions harshly, which made people hate him. He died and long story short Mary (James II daughter) and William of Orange eventually gained power. 
Abstracts

· Witchcraft – Women in England, Scotland, Switzerland, and Germany were being tried for being witches.
· 30 Years’ War (Bourbons and Habsburgs) – This war seemed to be a bigger struggle for power between these two families. Habsburgs lost power but kept most of their hold on land.

· Peace of Augsburg – Brought peace between Catholics and Lutherans

· Lower Class Rebellions – France, Austrian, and Hungarain c,oomers revolted between 1590 and 1640.

· Colbert’s Policies – Wished to ecpand quantity and quality of French manufacturing. Built roads and canals and decreased imports through use of tariffs.

· Daily Versailles Life – Versailles was the residence of the King and the extravagance used in its building and upkeep showed the gap between the rich nobility and the dirt poor commoners.

· Spanish Decline – Spain became bankrupt because of past wars and had weak armies and an even weaker economy.

· King James I – Espoused divine right and believed he should have absolute power. This alienated parliament.

· Response to Revolution – The population was split, with some believeing that the revolution was useless and took humans to its more primal, brutal state (bad thing). Others believed that this showed that absolute rule would not be tolerated and that the citizens had power.

· Art – Even through the religious wars, art flourished and many new styles were created during this era.

Key Themes and Movements

· Danish Phase – Denmark loses supremacy in the baltics.
· Swedish Phase – Brought Gustavus Adolphus and his powerful army into the war. While they did get to center Germany they were defeated, which still allowed Catholicism to flourish

· Bohemian Phase – King Ferdinand held power in Germany and won many battles to keep Catholicism in this area.

· Franco-Swedish Phase – Religious issues lose significance and Catholics from France fight German Catholics and Spain.pain is defeated. Peace of Westphalia and Peace of Pyrenees.
· Wars of Louis XIV – Nobody liked him because he was a rich guy who tried to expand too far, so he got fought a lot.

· Glorious Revolution – Mary and William of Orange are put into power in England.

Cultural Movements

· Theater becomes extremely popular with the introduction of Shakespeare

· The Baroque period begins which brings Rennaissance ideals with religious revival feelings and is very extravagant in its architecture.

· Dutch Realism had painters show the daily life of an average commoner

· Mannerism distorted proportions and color to add emotion and a sense of suffering

Necessities

· 30 Years’ War was fought between mainly Germany and France and pretty much nothing changed at all except for religious freedom in Germany

· King Louis XIV’s lifestyle was one of the first steps to the French Revolution that is going to happen because he started to create a massive gap between rich and poor.

· Russia became westernized under Peter the Great and is now looked at as a European Power.

· Cromwell killed the king, then was disliked as a leader, so Mary and William of Orange were made King and Queen.
