	Homework:
Create a chart that illustrates the 18th century political development of each of the following countries: France, Great Britain, Dutch Republic, Prussia, Russia and Poland. Include key figures, types of government and major changes.
Focus Questions:
1. Compare the development of the two Atlantic seaboard states, France and Great Britain? How were they alike? How were they different?
2. Compare the development of absolutism in Prussia, the Austrian Empire and Russia. What are the similarities and differences? What did the rulers achieve? How did they fail? How important was the character of the ruler in each case? How did Poland fit in the system and what was its impact on the three?
3. What do we mean by the phrase “enlightened politics” and to what extent was politics ‘enlightened” in the European states of the eighteenth century?


	
	Homework:
Create a chart that illustrates the causes and effects of each of the following conflicts:  The War of Austrian Succession and the Seven Years’ War. 
Focus Questions:
1. What was the nature of war and diplomacy in the eighteenth century? How would you compare the nature of was and diplomacy in the eighteenth century with that of the seventeenth century?
2. How can “Balance of Power” be seen as “Balance of Terror”?

3. “The Seven Years War was the first world war.” Discuss.

	
	Homework:
Create a chart illustrating the social order of 18th century Europe.
Focus Questions:
1. How did the European social order change in the eighteenth century? Were the changes greater or lesser than in previous centuries?
2. How and why did the nobility play a dominating role in the European society of the eighteenth century?

3. Given the numerous social and economic changes of the eighteenth century, those at the bottom of society often found themselves much worse off than in earlier centuries. Why?

	

	DBQ: 
“The French King’s Bedtime”: How might the royal behavior described here aggravate socio-political tensions in the French realm and magnify unpredictably “enlightened” critiques of kingly government and misrule? (p. 494)
“Frederick the Great and His Father”: Based on these documents, why was the relationship between Frederick the Great and his father such a difficult one? (p. 498)
“The Proposals of Catherine II for a New Law Code”: How do the proposals of Catherine II for a new law code illustrate the influence of the French philosophes? What do these reform programs tell you about how kings felt about the services they were expected to provide for the benefit of their modern realms? (p. 500)
	
	DBQ:
“British Victory in India”: According to the letter, what part did native Indians seemingly play in the battle? Why such little mention? (p. 506)
	
	DBQ:
“Marital Agreements”: What does Sheridan suggest about marriage among the upper classes in the eighteenth century? What were the social, political and economic considerations which were significant in eighteenth century marriages? Could he be over-stating the issue? Why or why not? (p. 510)
“The Beginnings of Mechanized Industry: The Attack on New Machines”: What arguments did the Leeds woolen workers use against the new machines? What does the petition reveal about the concept of “progress” at the end of the eighteenth century? (p. 514)

“Poverty in France”: What does this document reveal about the nature of poverty in France in the eighteenth century? (p. 518)
