Administrations from FDR through George W. Bush



 *
FDR(1933-1945)- DEMOCRAT. Spearheaded the New Deal, Pulled country out of the Great Depression. Leader during WWII, Great foreign policy with allies. Broke from precedents and served three full terms and died during his forth term. First president to fully use media with his “Fire Side Chats”. 

*           Truman(1945-1953)- DEMOCRAT. Presided over end of WWII. Active in the division of Germany, important in formation of United Nations. Worked out getting the people back to work after the War, This included the G.I. Bill. Faced “containment “ introduced the Truman Doctrine, The decision to aid countries threatened by communism. Truman’s terms were characterized by both returning the U.S. back to normal routine but also the European and pacific theaters.


*           Eisenhower(1953-1961)- REPUBLICAN.. Signed Armistice to end Korean Conflict over containment. Went after illegal immigrants. Dealt with much of “Red Scare” and the “Space Race” Creating NASA. Authorized Federal Aid Highway Act of 1956. 


*            Kennedy(1961-1963)- DEMOCRAT. First Catholic president. Kept up containment with Cuba and Cuban missel crisis. Created Peace Corps. CIVIL RIGHTS work that LBJ carried out after assassination.

                        *            LBJ(1963-1969)- DEMOCRAT. Continued work on civil rights, passed Civil Rights Act of 1964 and Voting Rights Act of 1965 and affirmative action. Vietnam war, Gulf of Tonkin, Tet offense. Passed Medicaid and Medicare.

*            Nixon(1963-1974)- REPUBLICAN. De’tent policy with China and Russia. Began Withdraw of troops from Vietnam, “Vietnamization”. Corruption unveiled through the Watergate issue forced him to resign in 1974.


*            Ford(1974-1977)- REPUBLICAN. Presided over Helsink Accords which was an agreement to ease tensions between Communist States and the Western States. His pardoning of Nixon screwed any real chance running again for president.
*            Carter(1977-1981)- DEMOCRAT. Dealt with the Energy Crisis, urged citizens into more solar energy. During a time of high inflation bailed out companies and gave military raises. Also called for the Boycott of the 1980 summer Olympics in Moscow. The Iranian hostage crisis which went on too long and failed.  All led to his second term election failure.
*           Reagan(1981-1989) REPUBLICAN. Neo Conservatism, very liberal for a republican. Reduced the size of the government which lead to tax cuts, But increased Military budget leading to massive debt. Lessened tensions with Soviets.


*           Bush(1989-1993) REPUBLICAN. Continued much of Reagan’s legacy. Persian Gulf War after Hussein invaded Kuwait. Signed American’s with Disabilities Act which prevented discrimination on basis of disabilities.


*           Clinton(1993-2001) DEMOCRAT. Fought for Minority and women rights. Signed NAFTA which granted free trade to the U.S. Impeached on perjury but not convicted. Recovered the terrible economy Reagan created.


*           George W. Bush(2001-2009) REPUBLICAN. Lead during trying times of 9/11. Started “War on Terror”. Which was in Afganistan Iraq. Faced housing crash and the tanking economy. Destroyed what Clinton gained economically.(last statement very biased.) Education Reform that wasn’t very effective.
Necessities:
The last era in presidencies consisted of relative swaying on political parties. 6 Democrats and 6 Republicans. The country tends to switch parties after a poor president of the opposite party. In a crisis most presidents tend to take the same approach, party lines are only found really in a president’s legislative practices.
