Voter Registration- system in which a citizen must register to vote to prevent voter fraud.

Turnout- The percentage of the voting-age public that does vote.

Motor-Voter- Passed by Clinton to allow for registration while getting a drivers license.

Abstracts:

· 1870- 15th amendment gives black men the right to vote.
· 1920- 19th amendment gives women the right to vote.

· 1965- Voters Rights Act passes.

· 1971- 26th amendment gives the right to vote to anyone above 18 years of age.

· Turnout is by far the highest in years with general elections.

· Since 1984 female turnout has been higher than male turnout.

· Whites consistently have the highest turnout rate.

· Every state except for North Dakota requires voters to register.

· Party Identification is when people vote for a candidate based solely on the party they run for.

· Voters can also choose based off of a candidates personality.

· In 2008 the highest turnout rate was among Black Women.

· Some voters are called single-issue voters, they decide based solely on how a candidate stands on only one issue.

Necessities: 
· Black men receive the right to vote in 1870 through the 15th amendment.
· Women's suffrage, 19th amendment, 1920.
· The average turnout rate of a general election is between 50-70%
